Roads: Road accident - 2 children were killed as they
travelled north for their holidays. Please pray for their
families and for those who were injured in the crash.

Rev Joseph Lomongin, Rev Nelson Owili and Caleb
were involved in an attempted ambush. Two shots were
fired at their vehicle so they travelled as quickly as
they could to get away from their attackers. While they
were travelling they crashed and had to run away into
the bush for safety. After two hours they were able to
get a mobile phone signal and were rescued by the
army. When they returned to the vehicle all their
possession had been stolen.
