Karamoja Prayer Requests — July 2007

Visit : John Ellison attended the consecration of James Nasak as bishop of
Northern Karamoja on 1% July. John will return to the UK on 6" July. Whilst in
Karamoja, he will be offering assistance with the diocesan accounts. Please
continue to pray that John’s visit may be of benefit to those in Karamoja and
strengthen our link.

Diocesan Training Centre: Historically, Alton Deanery has contributed towards
the salaries of DTC staff to support this important resource. This strategy has
allowed the centre to continue running, however, students can rarely afford the
costs associated with attending courses (food, travel, resources etc.). In order
to enable more students to attend, Alton Deanery is considering offering student
bursaries instead of contributing directly towards staff salaries. Please pray that
more students may be able to attend DTC courses. Pray also for God's
guidance as the change of funding is considered.

Karamoja Supper: This year’'s supper will be held at Four Marks Village Hall on
Friday 16" November. Please pray for all the preparations; that the event will
spread awareness of our link with Karamoja and that others will feel called to
support the link in whichever way God leads them.

New Bishops : Please continue to pray for Rev. Joseph Abura and Rev James
Nasak as they begin their new roles as bishops of the Southern Diocese and
Northern Dioceses respectively.

Famine: The rains have been poor this year and new crops need more rain to
grow. Please pray for the people who are dependant on this harvest as their
food reserves are running low.

Security : The government disarmament program has generally improved the
level of security, although a minority of the Karamajong warriors have fled with
their guns. Please pray that the church will continue to find ways of reaching the
Karamajong warriors.

Staff: The clergy and diocesan staff will be split between the two new dioceses.
Please pray for everyone during this unsettling time of change, that God will
provide new opportunities to encourage His people and further His work.

Development : The Development Office will be working for both dioceses.
Please pray that both bishops unite with a clear vision for this department.

Compassion : Rev Nelson Owilli, Development officer for Karamoja, has put
together a development proposal to help children receive an education through
a sponsorship programme. This would be run through the charity Compassion.
Please pray that this proposal is able to be put into action and benefit many
children.
