Karamoja Update and Prayer Requests – February 2010
Bishop’s Visit: Bishop Joseph Abura and his wife, Margaret, will be visiting the UK from Wednesday 7th April until Monday 3rd May 2010. Please pray for all the arrangements, including their visas, accommodation, transport and the itinerary that is being put together.
Karamoja Supper: This is now planned for 23rd April 2010 (change of date from 30th) when Bishop Joseph and Margaret will be in the UK. Please pray that God will be in the planning and that more people will be able to find out about our link with Karamoja.
Jinja Conference Follow-up Meeting: Following on from the conference in Jinja last November, there will be a meeting on Saturday 20th March to discuss the best way to develop the links between COGS Four Marks and the churches in Lotome and Kaabong. Please pray for unity, openness and that God’s wisdom would guide all of the discussions.
Diocesan Training Centre (DTC): Please thank God for the 12 new students already studying at the DTC. Please pray that the students’ relationship with God will grow throughout the course so they are able to build secure and lasting foundations in their faith. Please pray that the funding will become available so that all the students will be able to complete both years of the theology course.

New Sub-parish: Rev. Mark Angella sends news that a new sub-parish has been started under a tamarind tree in Lomiroo, near Lotome. Praise God for His growing church.

Rains: Karamoja is still facing severe famine. Rev. Nelson Owilli tells us that the World Food Programme has withdrawn their support from the region. Rev. Simon Aisu Akol (Diocesan Secretary, Karamoja (South)) has asked us to pray that the rains will be sustained long enough for the crops to grow. Please also pray for the famine situation in general. Pray that the relief agencies will be able to provide food and also that the Ugandan government will recognise its own responsibility towards food security for its people by building water storage facilities.

Insecurity: Although a lot of the Karamojong have been disarmed there are still some with arms who are raiding food and cattle from those without arms. Please pray for peace and disarmament. Please also pray for the safety of all diocesan staff as they travel around Karamoja.

Registering Land: The church land around several parishes, including Iriiri, is being encroached. People are building and setting up homes on church land and unless the church surveys and registers the land this will continue to happen. Please pray that God’s love can be seen in this difficult situation.
Youth Conference: The recent Youth Conference in North Karamoja went very well with many being confirmed. Pray that those who have committed their lives to God will be encouraged and supported by those around them and grow in their knowledge and relationship with Him.

Accounts: The Alton Deanery Karamoja Link Committee has received audited accounts information for 2008 from Karamoja (South) Diocese. This is of great help towards understanding and planning support for our partners in Karamoja. Please continue to pray for good communications between all areas of our link with Karamoja.
